FOR KARTING DRIVERS & CODE OF DRIVING CONDUCT.

4. If a driver is 14 years old during the year of the event, he/she must hold a valid international license
grade F karting according to Article 3.4.2 of the CIK FIA INTERNATIONAL DRIVERS’ LICENCES FOR
KARTING DRIVERS & CODE OF DRIVING CONDUCT.
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9 Driver, Team and Parental Sportmanship Theme

All participants, including teams, drivers, crew members and parents/guardians shall conduct themselves
according to the highest standards of behaviour and sportsmanship, particularly in relations with other
competitors, officials, sponsors and their products, and in a manner that shall not be prejudicial to the
reputation of the Rotax MAX Challenge Winter Trophy, promoters, sponsors, organizers, host tracks, or to
kart sport in general.

Sportsmanship means any person’s conduct and behavior while participating in a sport. Examples are
fairness, respect for one’s opponent, and graciousness in winning or losing.

Any abuse of officials or other participants will not be tolerated. Teams, drivers and parents/guardians are
responsible at all times for the conduct of their driver, crew members and guests. Any violation of this
regulation is directly chargeable to the driver and the faulty person.

Yelling, shouting, physical altercations, bullying, intimidation either directly at an event or on internet
social network programs are considered violations of this regulation.

Violation of this regulation can result in penalties including loss of Series points, driving privilege
suspension, monetary fine, exclusion from a track session and/or the event and/or the RMC Winter Trophy
Series.

10 Registration

Regular registration opens on November 6™ and will close on January 10" at 5 pm EST. After this date,
you will be able to register but a late fee of hundred dollars (5100) will apply. The registration will
definitely close on Wednesday January 22™ at 5 pm EST for the first round and on Wednesday January
29" at 5 pm EST for the second round. Registration is done online on www.rtxkarting.com/rotax-winter-

11 Entry fees

Entry fees below are valid from registration opening until Friday January 10" at 5 pm EST. After this
deadline, a late fee of $100.00 will apply. Entry fees are per round.

12 Event Format
Each round are held in a two event format.
Friday morning: practices, Friday afternoon: qualifying for Saturday and Sunday.
Saturday: warm-ups, prefinals, finals and podium.
Sunday: warm-ups, prefinals, finals and podiums.

13 If more than 36 entries in a class
If the number of drivers in a class is more than 36, it will be done in one group, otherwise it will be divided in 2
groups (group 1 and group2) for qualifying and prefinals. The groups will be decided by a draw made
electronically by the timing system.

Ranking after qualifying : 1st place goes to the fastest time of the 1st series (fastest time overall), 2nd place to
the fastest time of the 2nd series, 3rd place to the 2nd fastest time of the 1st series, 4th place to the 2nd fastest
time of the 2nd series, 5th place to the 3rd fastest time of the 1st series, and so on.

Drivers on position 1 — 15 of each prefinal will move up to the final race. Other will have to race in the Last
Chance Race (LCQ). The top 6 of the LCQ will move up to the final race.

Starting grid of the final race : Position 1-15 of Prefinal A will be on odd position on the grid, positions 1 — 15 of
Prefinal B will be on even position on the grid. Grid will be completed with top 6 of the LCQ according to their
final position in the LCQ.

14 Officials

Complete list of the event officials will be posted on a later date.

15 Drivers’ Briefing
Drivers’ briefings are mandatory and all drivers must attend, either they appear on the schedule or

are called during the event on the Public Announcement system. Presence will be controlled
physically or electronically. For this reason, drivers must have their credentials with them at the
briefing.

16 Event Fuel and Oil

The mandatory fuel and oil are included in the event registration.

17 Tires
Slick tires
Two sets of slick tires are included in the registration. The drivers can use them as they wish during the
weekend.

Rain tires. Drivers must purchase their own rain tires from the reseller of their choice but must respect the
specifications above. Tire marking/scanning will be done according to the event schedule. Only one set of
rain tires is allowed per weekend. Further rain tires may be allowed by the event officials according to the
weather or track conditions.

18 Driver safety equipment

Helmets

In addition of the CIK regulation, the following helmets are allowed:
SNELL M2014, SNELL M2020

SF124.1/2015 Youth, SFI 31.1 or 41.1/2015, SFI 24.1/2021 Youth

Racing suits
In addition of the CIK regulation, the racing suits with a valid SFI homologation are allowed.

Rib / body protection
Mandatory for all drivers. In addition of the CIK regulation, rib/body protection designed for kart racing are
allowed.

Chest protection
Mandatory for all drivers of 13 years old of age or younger. If the driver doesn’t use the body protection
with FIA Standard 8870-2018, he must wear a chest protection with SFl valid homologation.

Neck protection
Neck protection designed for motorsport racing is mandatory for the Micro-MAX, Mini-MAX and Junior
MAX drivers.

Hair

If hair extends appreciably from beneath helmet level to present a safety concern in the opinion of event
race officials, it is mandatory that participants wear a balaclava or head-sock to prevent hair from
extending outside the helmet

Drivers on the pre-grid not who are visibly not wearing mandatory safety equipment will not be permitted
to enter the track. Drivers on track who are visibly not wearing or who lose mandatory safety equipment
will receive a black flag.

19 Cameras
NO CAMERAS is allowed from the Qualifying session. Only the event cameras will be used by

officials regarding officials’, Protest or Appeal decisions.
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20 Quiet Rule

Running of engines on the track property is prohibited at all times except for the following:

a) engine may be started for one 5 second period in the area located just before the entry of
the pregrid prior to the driver on-track session.

b) Anyone needing to run their egine due to mechanical issues must take the kart to the
Technical Inspection area and get permission form the Technical Inspector.

Any engine started under a tent, whether closed or not, automatically renders all participants whose
karts are under the tent at that moment liable to a penalty for failure to comply with the Quiet Rule.

21 Hot Pit

There is no Hot Pit during this event.

22 Event Scoring and Prizes

All points count, no drop.

In case of two or more drivers finish the championship with the same number of points, the higher place in the
championship will be awarded to:
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- The holder of the greatest number of first places in final races. If the number of first places is the same,
the holder of the greatest number of second places in final races and so on until a winner emerges.

- If it is not possible to break a tie with results of the final races, the holder of the greatest number of
first place in prefinal races, if the number of first places is the same, the holder of the greatest
number of second places in prefinal races and so on until a winner emerges.

- If it is not possible to break a tie with results of the prefinal races the driver with the best position
in the last final race of the Series will be declare the winner.

Podiums: Drivers finishing in position 1, 2 and 3 of the final races will receive a trophy.

ROTAX Class prizes:
One invitation to race at the 2025 Rotax MAX Challenge Grand Finals in the Micro MAX, Mini-MAX, Junior
MAX Junior, Senior MAX, MAX Masters (DD2 Masters ticket) and DD2 will be awarded to the Champion of
the Series (4 events).

23 Event Schedule

24 Self-Declaration Technical Inspection form
All competitors will be required to complete a Self-Declaration Technical Inspection form provided
in the registration packet. This completed form must be presented to Technical officials before the
time set in the Event Schedule.

25 Official Posting Board

The Official posting Board will be electronic through an application to be confirmed.

26 Payment of fines

All fines imposed on a driver must be paid in cash before the next session in which the driver must go
on track. If the penalty is imposed just before the next session, the driver may ask the stewards to
defer payment after that session. If permission is granted, payment must be made within thirty
minutes of the end of the session, failing which the driver will be placed last in the results of the last
session. If a fine is imposed after the final race, the driver must pay is fine within 30 minutes after he
was notice of the fine penalty. Failure to pay the fine on time will result in the driver's disqualification
for the day.

27 Protests and Appeal

The Protest fee is $500 and must be submitted in cash with the Protest application. Failure to join this
fee, the protest application will not be accepted.

The Appeal fee is one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) and must be submitted in cash with the Appeal
application. Failure to join this fee, the Appeal application will not be accepted.
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
